David Kelley - Founder of the D. School and IDEO

If you’ve ever used a mouse, a Polaroid i-Zone instant camera, or a Palm V, you’ve had your first introduction to David Kelley.  And if you read Fortune or ID Magazine you’ve probably read about some of his other contributions to design.  He graduated with a Masters from the JPD and started an upstart product design firm called IDEO that developed those products and a lot more.  Since their start, IDEO has grown to be the largest product design firm in the world, but they keep the underdog enthusiasm that put them on top. 

Along with heading IDEO, David Kelly has also been a professor in Stanford’s Joint Program in Design for over 20 years. You’ll take Human Factors in Innovation with him and learn about the foundations of design thinking.  He has recently taken design thinking even a step further and started the Hasso Plattner Institute for Design - or the D. School.  This interdisciplinary group of professors, industry professionals, and students aims to bring design thinking to every discipline, and change the world while they’re at it.

While David Kelley is a member of the National Academy of Engineering  he is also one of the friendliest, most down-to-earth faculty members and a great story teller.  If you mention someone famous, he can probably tell you a story about meeting them.  A trip to his house is a rare treat and design experience in itself as it was design by the Italian architect Sottsass.    

Bill Burnett – Executive Director for the JPD, Consulting Assistant Professor

Bill Burnett has been a Consulting Assistant Professor for the JPD for over 20 years and recently became the Executive Director.  He got his BS and MS in Product Design at Stanford and has worked on a wide variety of projects ranging from award-winning Apple PowerBooks to the original Hasbro Star Wars action figures.  He holds eight patents and won an ID Magazine award for the first “slate” computer.  Currently, in addition to his executive director position at Stanford, he is a Senior Fellow at the design firm called D2M Inc (it stands for design to manufacture) which he co-founded. In addition to product design, Bill also studied industrial design at the University of Cincinnati and teaches an amazing class called Formgiving which you will take in the winter quarter.  Formgiving is as much a guided meditation, self-reflection, and group values clarification exercise as it is an industrial design class. The class embeds Stanford’s human-centered design point of view into ID – an often frivolous subject treated as “styling” in many schools. Learning “Formgiving” is like learning how to use “the Force” to design things that really mean something to you and your users. Bill always takes the time to find out why each individual student is in the JPD, what they want out of it, and where they hope to end up after Stanford.   This individual attention, the absolute freedom to imagine, and the individual responsibility to “Do Something” has always been part of the vision of the Joint Program in Design.  

Matt Kahn

Matt Kahn’s formal educational background stems from the renown Cranbrook Art Academy, though he has used the world as his classroom. His philosophy is rooted in the ideal of synthesis - the harmonious union of art, technology and service. He views design and the fine arts as kindred, built of the same building blocks, and he focuses on the study of abstract visual language in both the classroom and his individual work. A world traveler, a scholar of the work of Antonio Gaudi, and a 56 year teaching veteran and founder of Stanford’s Joint Program in Design (that’s right, 56 years), our most erudite design critic, and the Director and Advisor for those of you entering the JPD from the MFA side.

Over the years, Kahn's work has appeared in multiple exhibitions, including the Metropolitan Museum of Art's show on "Good Design," and he served for a decade as artistic consultant to Joseph Eichler, the developer of ultra-modern Eichler homes during the 1950s. On Halloween night, you will have the great privilege of displaying your pumpkin artwork next to his in the most magical jack-o-lantern display on the planet.
